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It has been an exciting year at Oakmont School as our Lower School has grown and our  
Upper School students have continued to flourish in both their academics and their service 
commitment.    
 
Our Upper School continues to provide excellent academics to all students.  Our three  
graduates are well-equipped for the next phase of life, as one student will attend the  
University of Colorado at Boulder in the Engineering School, another will pursue technology in 
Game and Simulation Programming and the third student has full time employment inspecting 
bridges.   Oakmontôs science and technology  program fully prepares students for the rigor 
expected of them in college and in the workplace.  

Our Middle School students competed at the Private School Interscholastic Association 
with one student winning a first place for Vocabulary and a second place in Ready  
Writing at the State level.   Our students were high achievers in the American Mathemat-
ics Competition and the National Latin Exam.  Knowing that social interactions are critical 
to the development of adolescents, we have partnered with other small private schools to 
develop an athletic program in which our students actively and eagerly participated. 

Because community service is an integral part of our philosophy, we worked with the 
Sustainable Food Center, helping Sanchez Elementary School in East Austin to plant, 
maintain, and harvest their community garden.  The Sanchez students enjoyed the 
vegetables in the classroom and were able to take some to their families.   Oakmont 
students were able to experience in a very hands-on way the value of giving to others. 

Oakmontôs Lower School grew by 150% to twenty  
students in three classes.   Oakmont School believes  
that all children want to learn, and by teaching children  
in a nurturing and developmentally appropriate setting,  
students gain self-confidence and experience the love of 
learning.   Oakmontôs excellent teachers guide the students 
through this learning process where children learn to think 
critically and creatively, take risks, and to work together to 
promote community.  Along with other small private schools 
our students participated in  Oakmontôs very successful first 
Field Day.
